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Is it a surprise to find out that soon after Gibeonites made peace with Israel, their former allies
(Kings of Jerusalem, Hebron, Jarmuth, Lachish, and Eglon) join forces to attack Gibeon and its
citizens? What Spiritual lesson can you and | draw from this?
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Gibeonites pleaded for Israel’s protection in verse 6. Did Israel’s peace treaty with Gibeonites
required Israelites to protect Gibeonites from their own enemies? Why did Joshua without

hesitation went ahead, risked their own lives to protect the Gibeonites? What if it was a set-up?
How can we apply this act of “neighborly love” to small group, church and community settings?

Though assured by God of the victory, yet Joshua uses all prudent means and achieved victory
over the 5 kings in verse 9. Joshua’s overnight pursue to Gibeon was 26 miles uphill (typically >3
day trip). They surprised their enemies and overtook them. Do we allow slothfulness come in
when we are faced with assurance of victory? Think of an example in either your life or the lives
of others that demonstrated the character of diligence.
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In verses 11 to 14, God used natural and supernatural powers at the command of Joshua to help Israelites
to overcome the 5 kings’ troops. What is the significance of this demonstration?
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Inv. 16 to 27, God describes how the 5 kings were shamefully killed. What is the meaning of this
public act of justice? Does this event have any parallel significance in our spiritual struggle?
Quote and memorize Joshua’s proclamation in verse 25. How can this & Joshua’s prayer from
Jasher’s book (v. 12 &13) can teach us about our prayers?
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What are the common themes of conquering the rest of the Central and Southern Canaan? See
concluding remarks between verses 40 — 43.
