Summary: Setting up of God’s Tabernacle at Shiloh (v.1). Joshua’s rebuke to the remaining 7 tribes
and initiating a plan to dividing the landscape among them (v.2-10). These 7 tribes are: Benjamin,
Judah, Zebulum, Issachar, Asher, Naphtali, and Dan. The allotment and boundaries of the Benjamin
tribe (v.11-28).
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Locate Shiloh on the map of the 12 tribes land division. Can you identify reasons (more than
one) or advantages of Shiloh’s designated location? What is the significance of determining the
Tabernacle’s location at this location?
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Is Joshua justified for his critical attitude and strong language towards the 7 tribes in verse 3?
What do you think are the issues that Joshua is trying to address? How would you and | apply
the lessons learned here on a daily basis?

What was Joshua’s plan? Was this plan fair for all 7 tribes involved? How did Joshua
demonstrate his leadership skills in this case? Any observations on how well did the
commissioned team do to complete the task and why (v. 8-10)?

Read what you can on Benjamin and his tribes before the class. Can you identify the
historic significance of the location of the Benjamin tribe? Come, share, and learn with
the class about the tribe of Benjamin.
